You must fill out the attached application to access these funds.  Funds can be used for materials, projects or student activities, anything that makes Chico High a better place to learn.  All proposals will be judged by the Foundation Board on their potential for success, consistent with the mission statement.   The Principal and a committee of  instructors will oversee the administration of each funded project.  A representative must give a written  progress report by December 15, 2008 to the Foundation Board.  A final written report from each funded project summarizing what has been accomplished will be due in April of the year following the granting.
Who can apply for a Mini-Grant?
ANYONE interested in improving Chico High!  
Any Chico High teacher, counselor, administrator, office/support staff, librarian, parent or student may apply for Mini-Grant funds.
For what can Mini-Grant funds be used?
Any project that positively effects students or staff at Chico High School.  
Priority will be given to applications which have a permanent, on-going value or use.  The Board will also consider one time projects which have an impact on a significant number of students.

How much money is available for a Mini-Grant?
Five Mini-Grants will be offered in 2008, in amounts up to $1,000. 

How to apply for a Mini-Grant?
1. Fill out an application (see attached).

2. Submit completed application to Dan Sours by April 25
3. Foundation Mini-grant committee reads and ranks the applications and makes recommendations to the full Board at the May meeting

4. The Board discusses and decides on which applications to fund at the May meeting. 

5. All applicants are notified in writing by the Board of the status of their application in May 2008

6. A representative must give a written progress report by December 15, 2008 to the Foundation Board.
